No works should be planned or undertaken
at the sites listed here without first consulting with
Historic Environment Division and obtaining any
necessary Scheduled Monument Consent. The
unigue reference number for each site is in the
last column of each entry and should be quoted
in all correspondence, along with the county.
Where sites are State Care and also have a
scheduled area they are demarcated with an
asterisk in this list

The work of scheduling is ongoing, and the fact
that a site is not in this list does not diminish
its unique archaeological importance. The

Northern Ireland Sites and Monuments Record
(NISMR) has information on some 17,000 sites
of which this scheduled list is about 12% at
present. There is a separate Industrial Heritage
Record of some 16,500 entries, a Maritime
Record, Defence Heritage Record and a
Historic Gardens Register, all of which may
appear as references in the schedule from time
to time.
